File Format Description

The Interop Las Vegas 2015 name should always appear with a 
capital I for Interop and capital L and V for Las Vegas 2015. The 
name should always appear as Interop Las Vegas 2015. The first 
occurence of Interop Las Vegas 2015 in text should have the 
registered trademark (®) symbol.

Here is a list of file formats (suffix of file names) with brief examples on how to use them.

EPS	� Files are vector-based files created in Adobe Illustrator* that can be 
reproduced at any size without compromising quality. They are ideal for 
importing/placing into layout programs such as Quark Xpress* for print 
applications. RGB versions of the EPS files can be used for Web design,  
such as Macromedia Flash*. These files can be opened for viewing in  
Adobe Illustrator*.

PSD	� Files are bitmap files that can be opened in Adobe Photoshop*. They contain 
layers for elements of the image. They are not to be used in layout programs 
such as Quark Xpress*.

TIFF	� Files are bitmap files that are ideal for importing/placing into layout programs 
such as Quark Xpress* for print applications.

JPEG	� Files are RGB bitmap files that are ideal for most Web design applications 
or importing/placing into Microsoft Word* or Microsoft PowerPoint*. They 
can be opened for viewing in Adobe Photoshop* or any image editing/viewing 
application.

GIF	� Files are RGB bitmap files that are ideal for most Web design applications. 
They can be opened for viewing in Adobe Photoshop* or any image editing/
viewing application.

PPT	� Files are Microsoft PowerPoint* templates that can be used for creating 
onscreen presentations. Formatting, type treatment placement, and type 
hierarchies have already been established.
